1. Concepts and ideas are small in numbers, but high in meaning
To apply any concept or idea several targets, goals or objectives can be derived vz
chosen as ways for their implementation

1 2. Targets, goals or objectives are derived from concepts or ideas

To apply any target, goal or objective many criteria can be derived vz chosen for its
implementation

3. Criteria or values are derived form targets, goals and objectives
To apply as well as from applying any criterion several parameters can be derived vz
chosen to check if vz in how far it is reached

4. Parameters are derived from criteria and values
From applying any parameter a wide range of empirical data can be derived, and relevant
parameter values must be decided upon vz must be chosen

5. Empirical data are high in numbers, but low in meaning
